Local landscape/character designations should be identified as a matter of priority BEFORE development allocations are made and be used as a major factor in deciding where 
development is or is not appropriate. Whatever work may have been done in this respect, it does not appear to be featuring in the issues and options raised in this document.
A most important landscape/character areas in south-east Dorset, which is seemingly being largely overlooked, is that of smaller fields, abundant hadges, deciduous sopses, small 
wetland and other local features.
This landscape type is intimate and attractive, and has a high intrinsic wildlife interest. It will have always had a naturally restricted distribution, generally around the margins of the 
Poole basin between the heaths and the chalklands on the Reading and London Beds where it will orininally have been carved out of the deciduous woodland. Within this natural 
restriction it has been eroded, partially by development (as the regions old townships of Corfe Mullen, Wimborne and Verwood were originally located upon them and have 
subsequently extended) and parially by more intensive farming. It is most unfortunate therefore that this landscape type has apparently now become THE prime target for development. 
it needs to be carefully identified and protected for its landscape, amenity ansd wildlife value in ists own right. To argue that this type of landscape makes for a more attractive 
development setttingisnot valid. In practise it is not easy to incorporate existing intricate features withi a development in the first instance, and even when they are initially preserved they 
are inevitably degreded with time. It is much better to allow a development to enhance an originally impoverished landscape and habitat by creating wildlife features and use native 
planting within and around it. Poundbury was an extremely impoverished area, and whilt it has not been designed to become as wildlife friendly as it could have been, it is nevertheless 
already an attractive living and working environment. Using such carte blanche sites can enhance landscape and biodiversity whilst using rich sites can only denude it.
Excluding/protecting areas of existing high biodiversity from development, and enhancing areas of poor biodiversity within development, are an impotant part of sustainability and 
should not be regarded as lesser objectives  than any other sustainability objectives.

The response of each of these to climate change will be different.
Plant communities, by definition, comprise several different species each of which will
react to changing climate in different ways. Natural and semi-natural habitats are
continua, merging from one type to another. Barriers such as buildings, roads,
agricultural land or commercial non-native tree plantations prevent movement of habitats.
The smaller the area of natural/semi-natural habitats available the greater is the restriction
on the ability of species to move and form new communities. Wetlands, including small
streams and ponds, are at particular risk from warming because of greater evaporation.
Higher rates of evapo-transpiration (the uptake of water by plants) will also have a major
impact on the availability of water to more shallow rooted species. Amongst other things
climate change, including increased ambient C02 levels, is predicted to affect soil
mycorrhizae, the synchronisation of predators and prey and of herbivores and plant hosts,
genetic diversity, phenology and the impact of invasive species.
Those areas that are currently protected contain a small proportion of our biodiversity
resource. To withstand the pressures of climate change it is therefore imperative that the
biodiversity of habitats outside of these prime areas is considered as part of an integrated
land management approach to the development of East Dorset.
